Since we came down from Sulur, time has
passed in a fairly monotonous way as we
have been on duty day and night reading
the meteorological instruments and mak-
ing other observations. When the auroras
arrive in the evening then we are all very
busy. It is dark most of the day — so we have
to sleep most of the time we are off duty
and there is not much time left for paint-
ing. Fortunately, I have now made some
paintings of the strange phenomena that
are appreciated by the Director.
